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Sparites un Emzes parki

LV Sparites un Emzes parka, ko Vecgulbenes muizas barons Heinrihs fon Volfs veltijis savai sievai Marisai, senais
nosaukums bija Marijas parks, un ta veido$ana sakta 19. gs. pédéja ceturksni. Parka galvenais akcents ir M burta veida
ar lapstam izrakts dikis ap kuru iestadtti vairak neka 300 dazadu ziemelu un dienvidu izcelsmes koku (d1kis atrodas Emzes
ziemelu parka dala) Savukart visapkart dikim izveidoti grantéti celi, kuri sazarojuSies mazakos un veduSi parka
apmeklétajus dzilak meza labirintos. Celinu kopéjais garums bijis vairak neka 30 km.

Marijas jeb Emzes parka izveide bija barona Heinriha fon Volfa mdza darbs. Lai iemazinatu paragri maziba aizgajusas
baroneses Marisas pieminu, barons Heinrihs lika izrakt divus dikus. Viens no tiem tika nosaukts par Asaru diki, jo ta centra
uzbéra salinu asaras forma, savukart otrs — par Svéto ezeru. Tam pa vidu bija viena lielaka sala, tai apkart — seSas
mazakas. Uz visam salam bija dazadas skulptdras (engeli, vilki ka Volfu simbols, la&i, putni u.c.), uz mazajam salam bija
akmeni. Uz katra akmens bija iekalts viens no baroneses Marisas varda burtiem. Dazus no tiem varam saskatit ari Sodien.
20.gadsimta trisdesmitajos gados $1 parka dala ieguva Sparites nosaukumu, ta tas tiek saukts arT tagad.

Pirmas Latvijas brivvalsts izveides sakuma Vecgulbenes Marijas parks 222 ha platiba tika pasludinats par valsts TpaSumu
un aizsargdjamu dabas kraSnumu. 1935. gadad Marijas parku sadalija divas dalas starp Zemkopibas ministriju un
Gulbenes pilsétu, ta izveidojot Emzes parku un Sparites parku.

Sparite and Emze Parks

ENG The original name of the Sparite and Emze Parks, dedicated by Vecgulbene Manor Baron Heinrich von Wolff to his
wife Marisa, was Mary’s Park (Marija’s Park), and its formation started in the last quarter of the 19th century. The main
accent of the park is an M-letter shape pond that was dug using only spades. Around the pond more than 300 different
trees of northern and southern origin have been planted (the pond is located in the northern part of the Emze Park). At
the same time gravel paths have been set up around the pond, which have branched into smaller ones and led the park
visitors deeper into the forest labyrinths. Total length of the paths was more than 30 km.

Creation of Mary’s or Emze Park was the work of Baron Heinrich von Wolff's lifetime. In order to perpetuate the memory
of the early faded away Baroness Marisa, Baron Heinrich ordered two ponds to be dug. One of them was called the Tear
Pond, as in the centre of it there was an island arranged in the form of a tear; while the other was called the Saint Lake.
There was one larger island in the middle of it, six smaller around it. There was a variety of sculptures on all the islands
(angels, wolves like the symbol of the Wolff family, bears, birds, etc.), and there were stones on the small islands. One of
the letters of Baroness Marisa's hame was inscribed on each stone. We can see some of them even today. In the thirties
of the 20th century, this part of the park gained the name of Sparite. It is called that also now.

At the beginning of the first free state of Latvia, Vecgulbene Mary’s Park in the area of 222 ha was declared state property
and protected nature splendour. In 1935 Mary’s Park was divided into two parts between the Ministry of Agriculture and
the Town of Gulbene, creating Emze Park and Sparite Park.

Preilu muizas komplekss un parks

LV Preilu parks ir lielakais pilsétvides parks Latvija (41,2 ha), kas veidots no 1806.gada. Tas ir vecaks par pilsétu, un
veidots ka izteikts klasicisma perioda ainavu parks ar eklektikas, romantisma un sentimentalisma pieskanu.

Kops 1382.gada Preili bijusi Livonijas muizniecibas un brunniecibas Borhu valdijums, vienas no vecakas Eiropas dzimtas
TpaSumiem. Preilu pils ir unikala stila celtne — anglu neogotikas jeb Tjudoru stila pils ar romantikas un klasikas elementiem,
kas sakta celt no 1806.gada, Sobrid tiek atjaunota. Parka atrodas 1817.gada celtad kapela ar kapli€u zem tas, kur apbedtti
Borhu dzimtas parstaviji.

Vésturisks parks ar saglabatiem skaistiem krimu puduriem — segliniem, sausserzZiem, lazdam, plaSkokiem, sorbarijam —
ainavisks, romantisma un dabas daudzveidibas pilns! Seit ir gan klusas dabas izpétes vietas, gan aktivam dzivesveidam
piemérotas teritorijas.

Preili Manor complex and Park

ENG Preili Park is the largest urban park in Latvia (41.2 ha), that has been formed starting from 1806. It is older than the
town and designed as a highly classical landscape park with a hint of eclecticism, romanticism and sentimentality.

Since 1382 Preili has been the possession of Livonian noblemen and knights’ kin Borchs, one of the oldest European
families. Preili Castle is a unique style building — English neo-gotics or Tudor-style castle with elements of romanticism
and its construction started in 1806. It currently being restored. The park features a chapel built in 1817 with a repository
beneath it, where the Borch family's members are buried.

Historic park with preserved beautiful clusters of bushes — spindle, honeysuckle, hazelnuts, elders, sorbariums — with a
beautiful landscape, full of romanticism and nature diversity! There are quiet natural research sites and areas suitable for
active lifestyles.

Juzefovas (Jezupovas) muizas parks

LV 5,96 ha plasais Juzefovas (Jezupovas) parks ir tikai vairs neliela dala no 19. gadsimta holandieSu stila veidota muizas
parka, kas saglabajusies Ildz mdsdienam. Vietas sakotné&jais nosaukums bija “Hofzumberg”, kas tulkojuma no vacu
valodas nozimé& méja uz kalna. 18. gs. beigas parku pardévéja par Jezupovu, kad muiznieks Jezups Sadurskis par saviem
[tdzekliem Seit uzcéla koka baznicu Sv. Pétera un Pavila godam (1944. gada ta nodega). MuiZzas mara éku ir célis pats
saimnieks Bogdans Sahno, izvéloties par paraugu Parizes tuvuma kadreiz redzéto pili. Paslaik apskatami tikai muizas
ékas pamati, savukart zirgu stallis, kopd 1932. gada ebreja Nahamkesa dibinatais vecais spirta brizis, ir vieniga no
Juzefovas muizas €ékam, kas saglabajusies Iidz mdsdienam.

Nedrikst nepieminét ST parka legendu. Parka dienvidaustrumu starT atradies gandriz metru gars, pusmetru plats un 10
centimetru augsts pelékas krasas laukakmens, kura plakanaja virsma iekalts krusts. Nostasti liecina, ka divi jaunieSi —
muiZas kalpone Marija un stalla puisis — gatavojas kazam, tacu veca grafa sirds nebija vienaldziga pret jauno kalponi, un
vin$ aizliedzis $adu savienibu. Marija saposusies kazu dranas un izlékusi pa logu, tacu ligavainis, nespé&jot pardzivot So
notikumu, pakaries parka. Saja vieta muizas laudis tad arT novietojuSi akmeni un iekalusi krustu.

Juzefovas parks ir lieliska brivdabas vieta lielu un mazu pasakumu riko$anai, ka arT romantiskam pastaigam, ko apliecina
romantiskie solini, tiltini, Stpoles un bieza jaunlaulato klatbdtne.

Juzefova (Jezupova) Manor Park

ENG The 5,96 ha Juzefova (Jezupova) Park is only a small part of the 19™ century Dutch-style manor park, which has
survived until nowadays. The original name of the site was “Hofzumberg”, which in translation from German means a
house on a hill. At the end of the 18™ century the park was renamed Jezupova, when the nobility Yezup Shadursky for his
own resources built a wooden church in honour of St. Peter and St. Paul (it burned down in 1944). The manor masonry
building has been built by Duke Bogdan Shahno himself, choosing the castle seen near Paris as a sample. At present,
only the foundation of the manor building can be seen. At the same time the horse stable, the old distillery, founded by
the Jew Nahamkes in 1932, are the only buildings of the Juzefova Manor that have been preserved until now.

The legend of this park is worth mentioning. In the south-east corner of the park once there was a half-metre-long, half-
meter-wide and 10-centimetre-high grey boulder with a cross on the flat surface. According to evidences of stories, two
young people — the manor's maid Maria and the stable boy — were preparing for wedding, but the old Earl's heart was not
indifferent to the young maid, and he prohibited such a union. Maria dressed up in wedding clothes and jumped out of the
window, but the fiancé, unable to survive the event, hanged himself in the park. In this place, the people of the manor then
placed a stone and engraved a cross on it.

Juzefova Park is an excellent outdoor space for large and small events, as well as romantic walks - romantic benches
give evidence for that, bridges, swings and the frequent presence of newlyweds.

LV Muizas parks ééig!icas ciema ir regionalas nozimes kultiiras mantojuma objekts.

Muizu XIX gadsimta otraja pusé uzbuavéja muiznieku PalCikovs. Muizas sastava ietilpa muizas koka divstavu maja stava
Velikaja upes krasta. Pie majas - regulars parks un auglu darzs, bet nomalé - ainavu parks ar lapeném un darza
paviljoniem. XIX gadsimta Pal¢ikovu Séiglicas muiZas Tpasums bija savdabigs Pleskavas novada kultdras centrs. Seit
pabijusi Nabokovi, Pus€ini, Nazimovi, PeS€urovi, Kozlaninovi un Jahontovi.

XIX gs. otras puses jaukta stila muizas parks S¢iglicos (3 ha platiba) atrodas augsta Velikaja upes krasta vieta, kur
Kamenkas upe ietek taja. Parka kompozicijas pamatu veidoja kungu maja ar dienesta ékam, kas atrodas piebraucama
cela un krasta [nijas asu krustojuma, blakus tiem - regulars parks ar aug$éjo darzu un ainavu dala ar apak3éjo auglu
darzu. Visi Sie strukturalie elementi saglabajusies dazadas pakapés, regulara dala ir izdzivojusi vairak neka puse
meZaudzes: liepas, klavas, gobas (ap 100 gadu vecas), kas iestaditas perimetralo aleju veida ar koku rindam starp tam.
Starp atseviskam ekam, starp oSu aleju un regularo parku, saglabajusas auglu darza parpalikumi. Ainavu parks, kas
aiznéma dienvidu, Velikajas un Kamenkas upes |ézena krasta nogazi, Sobrid ir gandriz pilniba izzudis.

Apkartnes bagatigd dabas ainava ar majestatiskdm Velikaja un Kamenkas upju panoramam, ka arT Svéta Nikolaja
Brinumdara baznicas tuvums Ustjé pieskir parkam unikalu Sarmu un lauj Seit noorganizét interesantu ekskursiju marsrutu.

Manor park in the village of Schiglitsy

ENG The mixed-style manor park of the second half of the XIX™ century in Schiglitsy (area of 3 ha) is located on the high
shore of the Velikay River, where the Kamenka River flows into it. The foundation of the park's compositions was formed
by a master house with service buildings at the intersection of the driveway and shoreline axes, adjacent to them—a
regular park with an upper garden and landscape part with a lower orchard. All these structural elements are preserved
on different levels, with more than half of the forest stands survived in the regular part of the park: lime-trees, maple, elms
(around 100 years old) planted in the form of perimetric alleys with rows of trees between them. Among the individual
buildings, between the ash alley and the regular park, remains of the orchard. The landscape park, which occupied the
shallow slopes of the southern, Velikaya and Kamenka rivers, has now almost completely disappeared.

The rich natural landscape of the area with majestic panoramas of the Velikaya River and the Kamenka River, as well as
the proximity of the Church of St. Nicholas the Wondermaker in the Ustie give the park a unique charm and allow you to
organize an interesting excursion route here.

Pilséta, kuru 1239. gada dibindja Aleksandrs Nevskis, kas pardzivojusi daudzus karus
un aplenkumus, gandriz Iidz pamatiem nodedzinata Liela Tévijas kara gados, bet brinumaina karta ir saglabajusi sevi
bijusas varenibas un skaistuma pérles.

Viena no tadam nesaglabatajam pérlém ir Katedrales laukums (vélak - Revoltcijas laukums), kura atradas Trisvienibas
katedrale (1783.g.) un BlagoveS¢enskas katedrale (1809.g.), abas nojauktas 1971. gada. Katedralu, kas blvétas péc
Katrinas Il pavéles un kas pieSkira celtniecibai 7 000 Rublu, projektu autors bija lvans Titovi€s Parfentjevs, Pleskavas
gubernas arhitekts. Saja pasa laukuma atradas Nikandrova klosteris. Eka ir saglabajusies.

Laukums Porhovas iedzivotajiem bija nozimiga un plasi apmekléta vieta, kur notika parades, tirdzini, baznicas svétki,
vietéjo precu tirdznieciba, Seit tika izvietoti pilsétas veikali. Pilsétas valde veica brivpratigo komandas skates un tas
instruktaZzu. Laukums atradas celu krustojuma uz Sanktpéterburgu, Velikij Novgorodu, Pleskavu, Rigu, Vitebsku.

Sobrid zaudéto katedralu vieta uzcelta Cetrstavu éka, kura izvietots Bérnu Dailrades nams. Pie ta pieklaujosas teritorija
iziet uz Nikandova klostera teritoriju.

Skvérs SobrTd ietver vairakus tam pieklaujoSos véstures un novadpétniecibas piemineklus. Tie ir 1903. gada bavétais
tirgotaja Zacka nams, piemineklis Pilsonu un Lielas Tévijas kara karaviriem, pieminas zvans zaudétajam katedralem.

Porkhov. Central city square

ENG Porkhov, you're a little drop of Russial The city, founded in 1239 by Alexander Nevsky, survived many wars and
sieges, has been burned almost to the foundations in the years of World War I, but has miraculously preserved pearls of
its former power and beauty.

One of those unsaved pearls is the Cathedral Square (later - Revolution Square), which housed cathedrals of Trinity (built
in 1783) and Blagoveschensk (built in 1809), both demolished in 1971. The cathedrals, built on the orders of Catherine II,
which provided also 7 000 Roubles for their construction, was designed by Ivan Titovich Parfentyev, the architect of Pskov
province. Nikandrov's monastery was in the same area. The building has survived.

The square was an important and widely visited place for the residents of Porkhov, where parades, markets, church
festivals, local goods trading took place, and city shops were set up here. The city's administrative board conducted
parade shows of the volunteer team and its briefings. The area was at the intersection of the roads to St. Petersburg,
Velikij Novgorod, Pskov, Riga, Vitebsk.

A four-storied building, now housing the House of Children Creative Arts, has been set up in place of the currently lost
cathedrals. The surrounding area stretched up to the Nikandov monastery.

The square currently includes several historical and local history monuments. They are the house of the merchant Zackiy,
built in 1903, a monument to the soldiers of the Civil and World War Il (Great Patriotic War), a memorial bell in honour of
for the lost cathedrals.

Kunjas ciemata parks

LV Kunjas parka vésture ir nesaraujami saistita ar pasa ciemata izveidoSanas vesturi. 1901. gada notika Maskavas-
Vindavas dzelzcela atklaSana, tika uzcelts Kunjas izmainas punkts, kas 20. gadsimta 20. gados kluva par rajona centru.
Pie izmainas punkta atradas stacijas éka, kurai lidzas tika veikta sakotné&ja labiekartoSana un apzalumoSana. Uz
austrumiem no stacijas ékas tika ierikots neliels parks ar auglu kokiem, janogu un érkSkogu kriimiem, soliniem, celiniem,
kas apjozti ar koka Zzogu.

Parka nopietna labiekartoSana tika veikta 1963. -1965. gada bérnunama audzéknu spékiem, kas bija izvietoti e€ka netalu
Padomiju iela. Nedaudz vélak parka centra uz aleju krustojuma tika uzstadits piemineklis V. I. Leninam ar koka soliniem
visapkart. 70. gados parka un laukuma pie stacijas tika noasfaltéti celini, bet piemineklis Leninam tika parcelts uz stacijas
laukumu.

Sakotnéji centralais parks bija ne tikai atpltas vieta, bet arT kultlras un masu pasakumu norises vieta. Parka notika
komjaunatnes un pionieru saieti. Paslaik centralais parks ir Kunjas ciemata iedzivotaju atpatas vieta.

Pa Padomiju ielu garam centralajam parkam iet celS uz Klin ciematu — Visvétaka patriarha Tihona dzimteni. Taristiem ta ir
iespéja apstaties un atpusties labiekartota vieta daba.

Kunya Village Park

ENG The history of the Kunya Village Park is inextricably linked to the history of the creation of the village itself. In 1901
opening of the Moscow-Windau railway took place, the Kunya junction was built, which in the 20s of the twentieth century
became a regional centre. At the crossing there was a station building, next to which primary improvements and greening
were carried out. To the east of the station building, a small park was laid out with fruit trees, red currant and gooseberry
bushes, benches, paths, surrounded by a wooden fence.

Serious landscaping of the park was carried out in 1963-1965 with the help of the children from orphanage located in the
building nearby on Sovetskaya Street. A little later in the centre of the park at the crossing point of the alleys a monument
to V. I. Lenin was erected with wooden benches around. In the 70s, the paths in the park and the square near the station
were asphalted, and the monument to Lenin was moved to the station square.

Initially, the central park was a place not only for recreation, but also for cultural events. Komsomol and pioneer meetings
were held in the park. Currently, the central park is a resting place for residents of the Kunya village.

LV Velikije Luki pilsétai ir labvéeligi apstakli jebkada veida tarisma attistibai, tai skaita vides un sporta, ka arT pilsétnieku
un pilsétas viesu atpatai. Nozimigu lomu tdristu piesaistei var spélét unikala meza parka zona, kuras izveidoSanas sakums
bija 1947. gada. 1951. gada dabas zala zona, kas atrodas pilsétas dienvidaustrumu nomalé, bija 205 ha. Meza parka
teritorija tika iestaditi dazadi koki - priedes, egles, apses, klavas, ozoli, 0si, lapegles, Mandzirijas riekstkoki, vitoli, ka arT
auglu koki. Parka saglabajusies koki, kuri ir vairak nekad 100 gadus veci. Zivju audzétavas austrumu krasta izveidota
pludmale.

Parka zonas rekonstrukcija un atjaunoS$ana ir vérsta uz parka teritorijas vizuala téla uzlaboSanu, apstadijumu atjaunosanu,
vides un sporta centra izveidi, vides un sporta tlrisma attistibu, ekologisko taku organizésanu, atpitas zonu izveidoSanu
parka viesiem, sporta un spélu kompleksu bérniem un pieaugusajiem.

Velikie Luki Open Air park

ENG The city of Velikiye Luki has favorable conditions for development of diverse tourism, including ecological and sports,
as well as recreation of citizens and guests of the city.

A unique forested suburban area, which was started in 1947, can play an important role in attracting tourists. By 1951,
the natural green zone located on the south-eastern outskirts of the city was 205 hectares. Pine, spruce, poplar, maple,
oak, ash, larch, Manchurian walnut, willow, as well as fruit trees were planted on the territory of the forest park zone.
There are trees over 100 years old preserved in the park. There is a beach on the eastern shore of the man-made fish
hatchery.

Reconstruction and restoration of the park zone is aimed at improving the visual image of the park zone, restoration of
plantations, creating an ecological and sports centre and developing ecological and sports tourism, organizing eco-trails,
creating recreation areas for park guests, sports and play complexes for children and adults.
